Greetings from Wesleyan Crew! 
 The fall of 2005 featured the return of a strong group of rowers from 
last year’s crews, the arrival of one of the most talented freshman classes 
ever, and the highest and longest-lasting fall fl ood of the Connecticut 
River in over 20 years.  Mother Nature tested the team’s resolve during 
the fall, and the erg room tested the rower’s fi tness throughout the winter.  
The squad has emerged fi t, confi dent, and prepared for a successful spring 
campaign.   
 For the second time, the team’s fi rst competition of the year was the 
Deep River 5k Road Race.  Pulses were racing as the team lined up for 
the start of the 3.1-mile run, with athletes fueled by inter-squad competi-
tion and a healthy amount of boastful trash talk.  George Bennum '09, 
a freshman coxswain, fi nished fourth overall, and fi rst of the Wescrew 
participants.  George was a four-year coxswain at Groton School, as well 
as a four-year letterwinner and senior year captain of the cross-country 
team, a decided advantage for the confi dent frosh.  Overall, it was a great 
team-building competition despite the absence of the race organizer’s 
“Jazzercise” pre-race warm-up, which was a team favorite from two 
years ago.  
 The following Sunday, the team made the short trip up I-91 to attend 
the Head of the Riverfront in Hartford.  On a beautiful day, the varsity 
squad enjoyed split, even boat racing, fi nishing fourth and sixth of 12 
college entries, while the novice squad, despite two broken skegs in the 
second boat caused by low water, enjoyed its fi rst racing ever, fi nishing 
fi fth and sixth of eight entries.  The best result of the day came from 
our third varsity eight.  The boys rowed a great race to take third in the 
second varsity event in front of JV crews from Coast Guard and Williams 
(see photo). 
 The following weekend featured the Head of the Connecticut, which 
despite a strong showing of dedicated Wescrew alumni (see photos) 
and a solid race from this year’s freshmen crews, was a washout with 
only the morning races contested.  Rising water and debris caused the 
noontime cancellation of the event. The collegiate novice eight+ race was 
the only event to go off with Wesleyan crews, and despite the adverse 
conditions, the crews performed well.  The top freshman boat, made up 
of experienced rowers, fi nished second behind a strong Trinity entry.  
Two novice crews also raced, fi nishing eighth and ninth in the event. 
 While foul weather is nothing new for HOCT veterans, this year’s 
high water and wind conditions reached new levels.  Additional mis-
fortune befell the program as the river stayed above fl ood stage for the 
following three weeks, and knocked us off the water for the entire stretch  
We missed out on good water time, but made productive use of the time 
indoors.  Despite the lack of practice time spent actually rowing our 
shells, the squad sent two eights to Boston for the Head of the Charles, 
to race in the collegiate and club eights races, along with our traditional 
senior masters eight entry of distinguished alumni.  As you can see in the 
results, the lack of water time took a hard toll, but we were most excited 
with the performance of our club eight, full of young rowers, which 
placed 12th of the 51 entries.  Also, of note, our alumni crew improved 
on last year's placing by moving up to 28th place in its event.

RESULTS OF 2005 FALL EVENTS
Hartford Riverfront Recapture Regatta - 10/2/05 in Hartford, Conn.
Wesleyan had a total of 11 entries with fi ve eights, two fours and four singles.  
In the fi rst college eight division, Wesleyan fi nished fi fth (14:49.12 for 2.5 
miles) and eighth (14:58.97) of 11 crews.  In the second college eight race, 
the Cardinals placed third (14:24.27) of seven entries.  With two college four 
entries, Wesleyan fi nished 5th (15:24.90) and ninth (15:52.26) of the 17 boats.  
Two college novice boats representing Wesleyan came in fi fth (16:26.27) and 
seventh (17:21.78) of eight crews.  Finally in the open singles, Matt Carey 
‘07 placed eighth (17:47.81), Jeremy Brown ‘08 was ninth (18:07.54), Norm 
Azoulay ‘08 was 10th (18:18.76) and assistant coach Kevin MacDermott ‘02 
came in 14th (18:47.08) of the 15 participants in the event

Head of the Connecticut Regatta - 10/9/05 in Middletown, Conn.
The men intended to have six boats competing as well as four alumni boats, 
but high waters due to fl ooding rains forced many events to be cancelled.  As a 
result, only the three novice eights got a chance to row.  The “A” boat fi nished 
second (22:26.93 over 3.5 miles) in a fi eld of 13, defeating “A” entries from 
Brown and Coast Guard.  The “B” boat was eighth (27:39.41) and the “C” 
boat was ninth  (31:27.46).

Head of the Charles Regatta - 10/22-23/05 in Boston, Mass.
With two entries, the varsity eight placed 34th of 41 entries in the very 
competitive collegiate eight division.  The time over the three-mile course was 
17:11.97.  In the club eight bracket, the Cardinals second varsity had a solid 
time of 16:09.71 to place 12th of 51 crews.
