Energy Saving Tips for Residences

· If you’re the last one out of the room, turn off all lights

· Use compact fluorescent bulbs in your personal lamps; they use 75% less energy than a comparable incandescent bulb.  (Most lighting throughout the campus uses energy efficient bulbs.)

· Appliances and electronic devices that have clocks or converters draw power all the time.  Plug them into a power strip so they can be turned off when not in use.

· Be sure the appliances and electronic devices you buy are Energy Star rated.  They save at least 20% in electricity over standard purchases.

· Running an average desktop computer uses the same power as a 120-watt light bulb.  When you are away from your computer for more than 15 minutes, put it in the sleep or hibernate mode (screen savers DO NOT save energy).  At night or when away from your computer for longer periods, turn it off completely.

· Print in duplex mode (2-sided) whenever you can.  Reduced the size of margins to ¾” to save paper.   Use scrap paper to print drafts.   Turn off your printer when you’re not using it.

· Use cloth towels to dry your hands and face instead of paper towels.

· Turn off the water when you brush your teeth, shave or wash your face.

· Report water drips or running toilets to Physical Plant immediately (ext. 3400, or work_order@wesleyan.edu).  A slow drip wastes 36 gallons of water a year.

· Use recycling containers found throughout the residences.
