The Sponsor is not responsible for any equipment not specifically stated in this Contract.  The Artist agrees that if the equipment required in this Contract is not used, Artist shall pay for all rental costs of said equipment.

The Sponsor will provide promotional materials for the engagement including, but not limited to, the following: flyers and banners.  The Sponsor, in its discretion, shall determine the content, quantity, and cost of all such promotional materials; Sponsor shall have the right to increase or limit any promotional material, as it deems necessary, in its discretion. 5. The Sponsor reserves the right to prorate and/or adjust the cost of the services rendered, or to cause this Contract to be null and void if, in its judgment, undue delays, regardless of cause, on the part of the Artist and/or any and all of his/her employees or representatives effect a time later than that herein stipulated for the commencement of the services herein contracted.

6. In accordance with Wesleyan University policy, payment for services rendered will be made exclusively by University check; such payment to be made immediately following the engagement herein contracted unless there has been due cause to adjust the amount of payment.  In such a case, the appropriately adjusted check will be mailed to the Artist within 20 days after the engagement.  The fee will be payable to:

A) STATE - Sponsor is required to, and will withhold CT income tax for non-CT speakers or performers for payments exceeding a set threshold.
B) FEDERAL -  Individuals performing services must submit immigration and work eligibility documents and complete a FNIF at or before execution of this agreement. Payments to non-resident speakers or artists are also subject to a Federal income tax withholding.
7. If this Contract is signed by someone other than the Artist, the person signing for the Artist warrants that he/she is authorized by the Artist to execute this Contract for the Artist for the engagement at the time and place specified herein.

8. The representative of the Sponsor, in signing this Contract, warrants that he/she signs as a properly authorized representative of Wesleyan University and does not assume and is hereby relieved of any personal liability to meeting the terms of the Contract.

Neither the Sponsor nor Wesleyan University will be held responsible for any rules, regulations, or policies of any organization, which are not specifically stated in this Contract.

10.
All additions and deletions in this Contract and its riders must be initialed and dated by both parties in order to be valid.

11.
The Sponsor is hereby relieved of any liability if unable to meet the responsibilities of this Contract because of any “Act of God,” riots, epidemics, strikes, any act or order of public authority, any other cause similar or dissimilar beyond the control of the Sponsor; and the Sponsor shall not be held responsible if, through an “Act of God” or conditions beyond its control, it is unable to provide a facility on the date and time when the engagement herein contracted for is scheduled.  Furthermore, if such acts or conditions occur, the Sponsor is not liable for any damages which the Artist, his/her group or representative might suffer.

Since the essence of this Contract concerns the specific individual(s) named as the Artist, and the Artist’s personalities and talents which are recognized as unique, the Sponsor will pay the fee specified only if the Artist performing is in fact the Artist agreed upon.  In the case of a group, if the entire group does not perform, or if the Artist is not the same as specified in this Contract, the Sponsor reserves the right to prorate and/or adjust the cost of the services rendered, or to cause this Contract to be null and void.

`The Sponsor will not be liable for the following expenses and costs, it being agreed that the Artist shall pay for all those listed below, unless the Sponsor has agreed to pay for such expenses and costs:

Union dues or other expenses; Federal, State, or Local taxes; Agent commission or other expenses or obligations; Damage to Artist’s equipment; Compensation for lost or stolen equipment or materials; Worker’s Compensation or other insurance, and Travel expenses (including, but not limited to: gas, mileage, food, or hotel accommodations).

INDEMNITY:  The ARTIST shall indemnify and hold harmless Wesleyan University, as well as list as an additional insured, its officials, and employees; against any and all claims for loss, injury or damage to

persons or property, including claims of employees of the ARTIST or its agents, arising out of activities conducted by the ARTIST or its guests on or in Wesleyan University buildings, properties or facilities. Seller shall repair and restore to its original condition any equipment, materials, items, premises, etc. damaged in any way by Seller’s operations. Seller shall be entirely responsible for any loss or damage to its own equipment, materials, items, premises, etc.

Artist a) understands that Sponsor is involved in contractual relationships with the State of Connecticut and b) has read and understands the provisions of Sections 4a-60 and 4a-60a of the Connecticut General Statutes regarding nondiscrimination and affirmative action (the “Nondiscrimination Provisions”). As a required prerequisite to entering into this Agreement, Artist understands and agrees to be bound by the terms of the Nondiscrimination Provisions, all of which are incorporated herein by reference.

The Artist agrees and warrants that no sale and/or distribution of promotional materials is to be permitted in relation to the performance herein contracted, unless the Sponsor agrees upon the terms of such and which are stipulated as an explicit part of this Contract.

17.
The parties agree that the laws of the State of Connecticut shall govern, construct and affect this Contract.

18.
Artist represents and warrants to Sponsor that it is in compliance with all relevant laws and regulations and that Sponsor’s performance/services to be provided hereunder will be provided in compliance with all relevant laws and regulations, including without limitation, all laws and regulations relating to protection of the environment, public and employee health and safety, employee hiring and equal opportunity and applicable licensure, permitting, etc. as may be required.

All services rendered by Artist hereunder shall be by Artist as an independent contractor, and this Agreement does not create a joint venture, partnership, or an employer-employee relationship between Sponsor and Artist.  Artist shall obtain and maintain, at its expense, all necessary insurance coverage, including without limitation, public liability, product liability, auto and workers’ compensation insurance as set forth on Schedule A attached hereto.  All such policies shall provide that the required coverage shall not be terminated without at least thirty (30) days’ prior written notice to Sponsor.

The Sponsor is relieved of all liability as to meeting the terms of this Contract, if same is not properly signed and dated by the authorized person(s) representing the Artist and returned to the Sponsor as soon as possible.

VENDOR & CONTRACTOR INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

EFFECTIVE JANUARY, 2008

During the term of this Agreement the Seller shall carry and maintain at its own cost and expense the types of coverage listed, protecting Buyer and Seller from claims which may arise out of or result from Seller’s performance under this Agreement, whether such performance be by Seller or by any subcontractor or agent or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them or by anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable. The Seller shall maintain such coverage with insurers licensed to do business in the State of Connecticut and approved by the Buyer. 

The minimum amounts of insurance coverage to be provided by Seller hereunder shall be the greater of the amounts required by law and the following minimum amounts:

Seller agrees that:

“Wesleyan University, it officers, agents, servants and/or employees” shall be named as an Additional Insured under the Comprehensive General Liability, Comprehensive Motor Vehicle Liability and Excess Umbrella insurance policies and sent a copy of the endorsements to those policies;

Buyer may inspect such polices at all times;

3.
Seller will cause such policies to be properly endorsed to provide that the insurance company or companies will give to Buyer thirty (30) days written notice of termination, alteration, or change therein; 

4.
Seller will cause the insurance company or companies to furnish Buyer with certificate(s) of insurance to be delivered to Buyer prior to the execution of this Agreement, Seller shall be liable to the Buyer for the consequences of Seller's delay in obtaining the required insurance policies and coverages.  Each insurance certificate must state that the insurance carrier is required to give Seller thirty (30) days prior written notice of cancellation or material change which reduces or restricts the coverages or liability limits of any insurance policy. Seller's insurance certificate(s) shall also include “Wesleyan University, its officers, agents, servants and/or employees”  as an Additional Insured in a conspicuous location.

Seller shall submit for review by Buyer upon Buyer’s request, copies of the original insurance policies, all endorsements, attachments and certificates of insurance.  If Seller fails to maintain such insurance or deliver said certificates or policies, Buyer may terminate this Agreement upon not less than thirty (30) days written notice unless Seller corrects the deficiency within thirty (30) days.

6. The Commercial General Liability, Comprehensive Motor Vehicle Liability and Excess Umbrella insurance policies required in this paragraph shall state that such policies are primary and non-contributory with any insurance maintained by Wesleyan University.

7. The Workers’ Compensation policy required in this paragraph shall contain an endorsement waiving any and all subrogation rights and any rights to bring any and all Intervening Complaints in any third party actions as to the Buyer, its officers, agents, servants and/or employees.
