Sign in to your Wesleyan Portal (WesPortal), click on the Student Information drop-
down, and click on the AlcoholEdu & Sexual Assault Prevention link.

Section ends are marked
with a “Next” button. DO NOT log out until you click the “Next” button or you will
have to repeat the section you have just gone through.
